Dear Sir,

1. I am writing to you on behalf of my client referenced above about the obstruction of a gate in the village of Qatanna about a month ago.

2. About a month ago the security forces blocked one of the gates in the village of Qatanna with stones.  As a result it is not possible to drive through that gate with a vehicle.

3. During construction of the separation fence and as a result of it a water pipe carrying water to my client’s house was damaged.  As a result the event the Defense Ministry informed my client he would be connected to water through Har Adar. Despite the time that passed my client was never connected to any water pipe and eventually had to acquire a water tank and arrange his own external water supply.  Now, as a result of the gate being blocked with stones, the truck that supplies the water cannot enter the village.
4. On October 17, 2007 I approached the public affairs officer at the central command on this matter.  On October 21, 2007 she answered me that the obstruction was not made by IDF forces and recommended I turn to you to inquire about the matter.

5. Therefore I would appreciate your inquiry and treatment to open the obstruction.

6. Because of the water shortage my client and his family are suffering from, I would appreciate your speedy attention to my letter.
